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Guidelines for Interim Reports 
Forschungskolleg Geriatrie

General

Fellows of the Forschungskolleg Geriatrie must submit annual interim reports on their progress with regard to their research project, clinical training and teaching experience. Reports should be submitted electronically to the Robert Bosch Stiftung before or on the dates specified in the grant awarding letter (cf. Grant Conditions, page 1). The Foundation will forward the reports to two members and the chairman of the Scientific Advisory for review and comments. Based on their review the Foundation can accept the report unconditionally, accept with conditions, return for revision or reject the report. If individual reviewers recommend the rejection of a report, the Foundation will take the case to all Board members and ask for their advice. Based on the Board’s recommendation the Foundation can decide to suspend or discontinue project funding. 
Payment of funds will be suspended, if reports have not been submitted to the Foundation on time and until they have been received.
Language / Form

All reports must be submitted in English and electronically to atje.drexler@bosch-stiftung.de. Please use Microsoft Word or Adobe pdf file formats only and attach your report to an email message. Pdf copies of publications should also be attached. Interim reports should not exceed 3 pages in length, and should be written in 10pt character size.

1. General information (see form) 
2. State of research project: What are the major steps you have accomplished in your research project in the past year? Please refer to the time plan and milestones you submitted with your application. Were there unexpected difficulties? How did you deal with them? Are there any deviations from your original project plan? What are your first/intermediate results? Please list published manuscripts, abstracts and posters, and comment on further publication plans.
3. State of clinical training: What parts of the mandatory specialist training did you acquire in the past year? What were your clinical duties? Did you attend any additional training? Please refer to the time plan and milestones you submitted with your application. Are there any deviations from your original plan?

4. Teaching activitities: What classes/courses did you teach in the past year? 
5. Career development: What remains to be done to qualify for the specialist examination and professorship qualification (in terms of clinical experience, publications and teaching experience)?

6. Outlook: What are the next steps? Do you foresee any deviations from your original plan in the coming year? If yes, why are they necessary?
